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Educational Policy

In order to communicate with each other using language, five skills are
necessary: listening, reading, interaction, expression, and writing.

Our school teaches all five skills evenly and develops the comprehensive
Japanese language skills necessary to enter a Japanese university or
vocational school. We also provide as many opportunities as possible for
students to interact with various Japanese people both inside and outside
of school. For this reason, we do not simply accumulate knowledge, but
focus on putting that knowledge to use, and we place emphasis on
conversation practice from the beginner's level.

Our school sees students not as "people who learn Japanese, but as
"social beings who live together," and positions teachers as "partners of
students." Our instructors, sometimes strict, will support students to
help them realize their dreams.

We also focus on education for the "Examination for Japanese University
Admission for International Students (EJU)" and "Japanese Language
Proficiency Test (JLPT)." JLPT preparation classes begin in the latter
half of the beginner's level. The final goal for graduation is C| for the

I 8-month course and C2 for the 2-year course.

It's an ideal environment for foreign
students to concentrate on studying without anxiety.
